Visit http://volunteer.leanderisd.org to complete application.  Approval 
process may take a few days to more than a week, so get this completed 
early.  Approval lasts for the entire school year and must be renewed 
annually.  You must also adhere to the LISD Volunteer guidelines, 
available online at the same site. 

2. Games and Competitions tend to be more physically demanding  
In order to be considered for any competition, you must have already 
chaperoned at least one football game.  Get your experience early so 
you can be considered for competitions. 

3. We need you! 
Indicate which events you are available to volunteer for. Many parents 
sign up, but not everyone will be able to work every event chosen.  
Attempts will be made to spread out assignments evenly.  Volunteer 
coordinators assign the schedules and will inform you of your assigned 
dates. Be sure to communicate conflicts as soon as possible to 
vp@vhsband.com or your coordinator.

It 
lists games, banquets, festivals, and competitions for the year and 
should be referenced for your selected events.
